Handicaps. Should they be raised?

Sir, 

| wonder if the following ideas are worth considering in 
attempting to overcome the vexed question of correct handi- 
capping. 

(1) Handicappers should have the ability to raise handicaps 
without the player's request. 

(2) After a player's handicap has ‘stabilised’ (this should 

occur on average in about 3 seasons) it should only be 
altered by the Handicapping Committee on the evidence 
of at least two tournaments. ‘Stabilised’ handicaps would 
be indicated by a letter ‘S’. 

(3) No handicap alterations should be made where ladies 
oppose ladies. 

(4) Where ladies oppose men in handicap events the handicap 
of the ladies should be increased by 2 (say). 

(5) Alterations based on weekend tournament results should 
be recommended with extreme caution since a cavalier 
spirit often prevails in these events. 

| hope these suggestions will at least create a basis for crea- 
tive discussion and possibly help to remove some of the anom- 
olies that now exist.

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The Problem of Side 

In the Summer 1979 Gazette, Dr. C.A. Parker describes how 
when approaching a hoop from behind with a thin take-off, he 
uses that part of the face of the mallet which is nearer the 

hoop, thus imparting side which causes the ball to execute a 
fraction of a turn inwards towards the front of the hoop when 
coming to rest. 

But, regardless of which part of the mallet face is used, this 
effect can always be observed if one takes off from the outside 
(the side further from the hoop) probably due to the slight ro- 

tation imparted by the sliding action against the croqueted ball. 
In support of this, try taking off from the inside of the cro- 
queted ball when a turn in the opposite direction will be seen.

This year we changed our format very successfully. Instead 

of giving leave to Woking players on the Thursday, which 
created great problems for the Manager who had unused lawns 
that day and crowded lawns on the other 3 days, we had a 
handicap doubles on the Thursday — limited to 8 pairs on an 
X,Y basis, All pairs had two matches and 4 pairs had 3. Friday 
to Sunday covered American handicap Singles in 4 blocks with 

seven players in each so we accepted 28 entries on four lawns 
double-banked. There were no time limits except where the 

Manager imposed one hour after two hours play on one day in 

one round but all games finished except one! The length of 
games was reduced by the following formula:— combined 
handicaps up to 7% = 26 points, 8—17% = 22 points (3rd hoop 

start) and over 18 = 18 points (5th hoop start). The average 
time taken in all games was 2’hours. All the competitors said 
they enjoyed this much better than a time limit with its 
frustrations. | think it would have been improved by making 
the combined handicap for a 22 point game 16 and not 17%. 
We confidently recommend this practice instead of time-limits 
for all games whether handicap or not. 

The weather was perfect, refreshments outstanding, every- 

one was friendly and the Manager only had one grumble — 

what more could we ask. Next year we are considering a new 
type of tournament incorporating our very popular American 
handicap singles from Friday to Sunday but including events 
on the previous Saturday and Sunday plus evening play from 
Monday to Thursday so watch the fixtures book for something 

unusual, of particular interest to Woking players - enter early 

as this year we had a reserve list by the end of April.

The Open Championships 
There was a formidable roll of absentees; in addition to 

John Solomon and William Ormerod six of our top players 
were missing and as the week progressed it did lack the origin- 

ality and lustre that such players bring to a tournament. 38 
entries were accepted (no cut-off) and there were 16 pairs in
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the Doubles — only one entry was unable to find a partner. 

The first two rounds of the Singles produced no surprises — 
except perhaps that Aspinall was not showing his usual flu- 

ency. Even so, nobody would have foretold the drama of the 

3rd round, when Croker, at his first Championships, put Aspi- 
nall, the holder out in two games on the Cricket Field. The 
first game saw mistakes at hoops following excellent hitting-in 

by both players, with Croker’s ability to approach hoops from 
any distance giving him the edge. In the second game Croker 

mastered the hoops and when Aspinall missed the last three 

long shots the match was over. Other 3rd round games of 
were: Godby’s two storming finishes from well behind against 

Wright; Mulliner’s sketchiest of victories over Lester O’Brien, a 
charming New Zealander who has only been playing for a 
couple of seasons; Mrs Carlisle's excellent performance in 

taking a game off John Phillips at her first Championships 

after she had beaten Hicks the round before; a fine game be- 
tween Openshaw (who had only conceded 6 hoops in his pre- 

vious four games) and Prichard with both players at their best 

and especially notable for the accuracy with which they placed 
their pioneer ball. 

However, the mantle of favourite now fell on Neal. He beat 
Eric Solomon in the Quarter Finals in three games — his first 

real test but this was to be as nothing compared with his Semi- 
final against Croker. It started well for Neal but he missed a 
split peg-out on Croker’s forward ball and lost the game by 5. 
In the second game Neal failed position at penultimate (with 

his partner clip on the peg), and it was Croker who pegged that 
ball out. Neal had three or four long shots, all agonisingly close 

and it looked all over for him; he had played really well apart 
from those two mistakes. Then Croker just failed to run the 

Rover and Neals ball failed to hit it, but in glancing off the 
wire it caused Croker’s ball to go through but into such a posi- 

tion that there was no rush to the peg. Croker rolled up and 
pegged one ball out. Neal hit this last shot and cleverly scored 

his last three points to escape defeat. In the decider, both 
played well but it was Neal who produced his best form and 
went out with a triple peel. Meanwhile Openshaw had pro- 

gressed steadily to the final also; Mulliner had failed to dent 

his armour but Hemsted had nearly taken the first game off 
him in the Semi-final. Hemsted failed position at penultimate, 

having held the initiative throughout the game, and retreated. 

The ensuing tactical sequence ended with Openshaw taking the 
innings and the game swung in his favour. Hemsted hit both 

lifts but the first time he missed a roquet and the second stuck 
in Rover. The second game, the next morning, went all Open- 
shaw's way. The clash of the two Internationals, neither of 

whom had shewn their proper form in New Zealand was 
one-sided. Neal was only in once in the first game when a mis- 

take at hoop 3 have Openshaw the opportunity to show how 

accurate he could be. There was one hint of a mistake when 

Openshaw failed the 4 back peel but after running the Rover

game to him and this year not one of his opponents took a 
game off him. To add to his great accuracy he has the perfect 

temperament — a winning combination. 

If Croker was the giant-killer of the Singles then Wheeler 
and Green were the sensation of the Doubles. They had an un- 
usual approach: hoops were locked doors to them until Time 

was called and that was their Open Sesame. Against Cousins 
and Openshaw, Green ran six hoops when time was called 
during his turn to win the deciding game +1, —1(T), +2(T)! 
Similarly, having lost the first game to Perry and Haigh, 
Wheeler ran 3 hoops after time was called to win +1(T) (after 8 
hours 16 mins!), The Referee of the Tournament ruled that a 

full hour must be played for the third game, so when Green 

and Wheeler won that too +1(T) the match had been in play 
for 9 hours 21 min. No wonder the Manager is asking for some 
alteration to the timing of Doubles. Many thought that a time 

limit for the first game would give greater sense of urgency; 
but if all three games went to time the total time, including 
the Time periods might be nearer 10 hours than 9. There is no 

doubt that too much consultation has bedevilled the Doubles 
Championships for many years. It was refreshing to see that 
some of the newer pairings were exemplary in this respect: 

Stevens and Hopewill were seldom on the lawn together and 
never interrupted each others breaks; Roberts left Bond to his 

own devices in a thrilling pegged out finish against Solomon 

and Ruddock; Perry was alert to fielding his partner's ball and 
alerted his partner to be ready to do the same! 

Neal and Hemsted, a seasoned combination, were extended 

only once on their way to the final and that was by Prichard 
and Godby who were laid up to make their last two hoops 
when the last shot was hit in the deciding game. The Final was 

another non-event, but this time Neal was the one with the 
upper hand and he and Hemsted won the Championship for 
the first time. 

Not for the first time, older players did well in the Assoc- 
iation Plate. When it came to the last eight Owen and Camroux 
were still in both lives while Hamilton-Miller was still there. 
But it was the youngest of the other three semi-finalists 
Roberts who had the stamina to come through on the last day: 

he beat Owen, then Camroux: Camroux then also had to beat 
Owen and then lost to Roberts in the play-off at the end of a 
long day. Roberts was runner-up to Mulliner last year and well 

deserved his victory. 

While triple peels from the better players were remarkable 
by their absence, many of the newcomers were trying them at 

every opportunity. Stevens just failed a straight triple, then 

lost a game to Foulser by missing a long peg-out to complete a 
triple (Foulser had to play faultlessly to take the game) and 

finally completed a triple against Green.... there was a hole-in- 

one atmosphere in the Bar. The gap between top players and 
those who are improving so fast like Stevens, Foulser, Bond, 

Croker and Alvey continues to get narrower. Graham Martin 
seemed to enjoy Managing and was determined to make full 
use of his lawns; he even started a few Plate games on Monday. 
He was frustrated by the slowness of one or two matches at 
Roehampton, and even suspected winners of deliberate dally- 
ing, while some Best of Three Doubles were hideously long, 
but he showed no hint of impatience in spite of having to be at 

Hurlingham until dusk every night.

Cheltenham Open Tournament 22 — 29 July 

Those who have written up the Cheltenham Open Tourna- 
ment in each of the last three years have drawn attention to 
the variety of experiments introduced into the programme 
with a view to finding a solution to some of its problems — 
accommodating as many as possible of those who want to take 
Part, giving them all a reasonable amount of play to keep them 
occupied and ensuring that the day’s play ends in time for 
competitors to get to bed at a reasonable hour. This year in re- 
sponse to comments received the organisers reverted to a more 
traditional pattern: the class events were all Draw & Process 
full 26 point games, apart from the Calthrop Cup (18 pts), all 
with 3 hour time limits, apart from the Open; the length of the 
X% Handicap varied according to the sum of. the contestant’s 
handicaps, the Y and Z were 18 point games, the latter timed 
to 2% hours; the Doubles were 22 point games limited to 3% 
hours. The one innovation this year was to extend the length 
of the tournament from 6 to 7% days, from 2 pm. on Sunday 
22nd. to Sunday 29th July, the object to avoid late play by 
increasing the number of playing days. 

But all this careful planning was upset by the glorious 
weather. There had been no rain for six weeks and the lawns 
were too fast for many competitors, particularly B and C class 
players, who had difficulty both in approaching and in running 
hoops. Break downs were more common than breaks. In the 
Money Salver and in the Asa-Thomas Trophy over half the 
games went to time and a high proportion of these were de- 
cided by narrow margins. In particular three out of four Draw 
& Process finals went to time, two of them being won by a 
margin of plus one on time. This is not a desirable outcome. It 
is tolerable to have a small proportion of games going to time 
but unsatisfactory to have the course of a knock-out event 
determined in this way. Overall, games took about 15% longer 
than expected so that by the end of the day the cumulative 
delay was about an hour and a half, with the last games finish- 
ing at 9pm. instead of 7.30 pm. as the organisers had intended. 

The Scenario was very different on Sunday, the Final day 
of the Tournament. There had been heavy early morning rain 
and every one of the ten lawns was flooded with standing 
water which could not seep away, so there could be no play at 
all. To add to our gloom we heard that the Newtons, who were 
finalists in the Doubles after having beaten Bond & Sykes in 
their semi-final, had had to scratch as Mrs Newton had been 
unwell at early service. This gave a walk-over in the Barwell 
Salvers to Sisum & Mrs Handley, who had defeated Blumer 
and Miss Roe in their semi-final. However, the Cheltenham 
lawns are very well drained and with the help of some sunshine 
Court 7 was declared fit for play by 10.45 am. and McLaren 
& Mrs Asa-Thomas contested the final of the Process of the 
Money Salver. At 11.10 am. Bennet and Kolbuszewski were 
able to start their final of the Draw of the Asa-Thomas Trophy 
on Court 6 and six lawns were in play by 11.55 am. There was 
no more rain and the lawns were much more manageable for 
the finals than in the earlier days. As advertised, there was no 
ceremonial prize giving. Winners were given their prizes as they 
won them, but even so, owing to a number of finalists and 
semi-finalists figuring in different events, it was late on Sunday 
and most people had gone home before the last event, the final 
of the Daniels Cup, ended in a victory for Sykes over Bennet.

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Hurlingham 2 — 11 August 

This 10 day tournament, arguably the most difficult in the 

calendar to manage, was again in the capable hands of Mike 
Pearson and Sarah Hampson. With no fewer than 13 draw 

sheets facing them each day and some 70 competitors awaiting 
instructions (coupled with the situation of the Managers them- 

selves competing in four events apiece) their organising abil- 
ities were tested to the full. It is inevitable that with a large 

number of contestants some requests for leave are to be expec- 
ted during the ten days, but they do add to the management 
problems and one would hope for them to be kept to a mini- 
mum. Mike and Sarah could be forgiven for adopting some 
lines from Scott’s Marmion: 

‘Oh, what a tangled web we weave 
should players ask for too much leave, 

While the majority of games were commendably finished in 

reasonable time, not a few extended into a fourth, fifth, or (in 

two cases) a sixth hour. These occured mainly in the two 
Handicap Doubles events and it might be prudent to impose 
third hoop starts in future years in an effort to speed things up. 

Certainly the state of the lawns was no excuse for long mat- 
ches, many games on the cricket field being finished in well 

under 2% hours. Mr Ponton can rarely have had the lawns in 
such perfect condition. 

Comments on the 13 events must necessarily be restricted 

to key features of the ten days. Pride of place should perhaps 
be accorded to Peter Alvey and Gregory Solomon. The For- 
mer’s game expanded visibly as the days passed, a change of 

grip having apparently worked wonders in his stroke play, 
carrying with it a surgical precision. In addition to coming 
through a strong field to win the big handicap, he had acquired 

a notable number of scalps in the Hurlingham Cup. His handi- 

cap had entitled him to enter the lower class Turner Cup, but 

in going for the big one.he beat among others Eric Solomon, 
Robin Godby and Dudley Hamilton-Miller before succmbing 
in the Play-off to Stephen Mulliner. Stephen had risked his 
chance of repeating his 1978 win by scratching from the Draw, 

but scuttled merrily through his Process games. 

Gregory Solomon became at the tender age of 15 the 
youngest ever holder of the Longworth Cup, thus depriving 

his father of this accolade which he had won at the age of 16 
in 1948, the year when he burst spectacularly upon the cro- 

quet scene. One of John’s wins in the event in 1948 was against 
a lady of 83 summers, but Gregory’s victims were of somewhat 
less mature vintage. It was good to see the three Solomon gen- 

erations at the Prize giving, in the persons of Pat, John and 
Gregory. 

A memorable feat in the Hurlingham Cup was Barbara Mea- 
chem’‘s win over William Prichard, possibly as satisfying to her 
as any in her croquet career. William’s army duties permit very 

limited appearances on the lawns and a degree of less than per- 
fection must be anticipated — which is not to detract from 
Barbara’s win. In the Mixed Open Doubles, piloting his mother 
William however showed his pristine prowess and in the final 

all but brought off a difficult combination peg-out. This game 
lasted somewhat unusually longer than the two Handicap 
Doubles finals currently in progress on adjacent lawns. 

Spectators watching one of Bernard Neal's handicap 
doubles games in the company of the courageous David God- 
free were treated to a perfectly executed quadruple peel 

topped of by a combination peg-out. This event was comfor- 

tably won by Nigel Aspinall with supporting cast of Neville 

Lisle, who with isolated exceptions carried out Nigel's instruc- 

tions to the letter. The irony of their games was that they 
usually received bisques, which acted as an extra burden on 
their opponent's tactics. The thought of Nigel quintupling 

and pegging out one of them with the aid of bisques should 
one advance too far was no doubt always at the back of their 
minds. (A former President’s Cup holder Captain J.B. Morgan, 
executed this ploy some 50 years ago when playing with a high 
bisquer, using three bisques to carry out a quintruple and peg- 

pegging out the opponent). 

Graham Martin will have been pleased with Julian Bardo's 
success in the Turner Cup. Julian, who is rapidly following in 
the steps of others from the Harrow Oak stable, notably David 
Openshaw and Eric Solomon, won most of his games comfor- 
tably. He will have learned however of the penalty of going as 
far as the penultimate in a Doubles against Nigel Aspinall, with 

his partner only at the fourth hoop. Nigel's tactics during the 
Protracted post-pegging out stages of this game were impecc- 

able and will have taught his partner (and the opponents) 
much to be stored up for future use. The partner in question 

was competing in his first tournament, but won no fewer than 
eight games (singly, or in combination) and if he can find time 
to devote to the game looks to have a promising future. 

Space permits only a passing reference to the Ladies Field 

Candlesticks where the holders Sarah Hampson and Dab 
Wheeler bestrode the event like Colossi, and, subject to losing 

bisques, look to being likely favourites for a few years to 
come, The other half of the Wheeler menage, Roger, prevailed 
in the Younger Cup against Liz Neal who seemed to be oc- 

cupying one lawn or another from dawn to dusk on most days. 

It is hoped next year to obtain the use of the Cricket field 
lawns on the first Saturday and Sunday, thus enablig more 

competitors to play who would otherwise be idle at the week- 
end,

Jocelyn Sundius-Smith and Kitty 
then had a nailbiting finish before an enthusiastic audience, 
but Kitty in her game against Barbara Meachem the following 
morning, failed to take croquet: The remaining fifth round 
matches being very closely contested. 

Thus, at the end of the first series, Barbara led, having won 
all five matches and playing easily and well, with Betty and 
Jocelyn on four and three wins respectively. 

ln the second series, Barbara faltered. In the first game, she 
lost to Mrs (Dabs) Wheeler, who played with great courage and 
spirit to win with an adventurous finish. This so encouraged 
Dabs‘ that she went on to win all her remaining four games, 
finishing with a classic win over Frances. The latter with her

With both clips on 4 
back to Jocelyn’s 4 back and 1, an injudicious shot invited 
Jocelyn to make an all round break, an invitation she accepted 
with alacrity and went to the stick with her backward ball. 
This was promptly pegged out by Betty, who retired to the 
South Boundary. Jocelyn moved to the centre of the North 
Boundary, and Betty laid her rush to 4 back, well wired from 
Jocelyn. The latter, with a bold and accurate shot, made 
penult from the boundary, travelling well down beyond rover; 
from there, she hit what was now a double and went out, a 
most stout-hearted performance, and a match well worth going 
a long way to see, if only for the sporting spirit in which it was 
played. 

Barbara meanwhile, won her last match against Kitty, bring- 
ing her tally to 8 games out of 10 - she had lost another one to 
Betty in the seventh round — and shewed herself a convincing 
and popular winner. 

One must mention the spectacular one ball finish in the 
ninth round between Betty and ‘Dabs’ Wheeler; and also some 
glorious shots by Kitty Wheeler, but not enough of them. 

Ken Schofield’s statistics informs us that “the winner of the 
toss’’ won 15 games and lost 15; and that Red and Yellow won

_ The prizes were presented by Mrs Rotherham, Vice-Pres- 
ident of the Croquet Association, a six times winner of this 

event, who thanked the Club, on behalf of the C.A., for their 
hospitality and excellent catering and for the enthusiasm of 
the Club members in watching. She stressed too, the relief of 
both Players and Management in having only six players in the 
event, and remarked on how obvious was the improvement in 
the standard of play, with the players so much more relaxed 
and not tired out. 

All in all, it turned out to be a very happy and successful 
Tournament 
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Edinburgh 20 — 25 August 

‘Le style est l'homme meme.’ Why is it that in most games 
there is a generally accepted good style? All the best golfers 

have similar swings; in snooker the top players have similar cue 
actions; cricketers who score a lot of runs play their strokes in 

a similar fashion; the examples are endless. We have only to 
look at the players in the Edinburgh Croquet Club Tourna- 
ment to see how untrue this is of Croquet. 

Glancing round the Courts, we see Stephen Wright with a 
fluid and apparently effortless swing sending the croqueted 

ball the full length of the court while Donald Lamont seems to 
expend five times as much effort in forcing a ball to travel half 
as far. Look at Ewen Bowie stalking his ball casually with a 
swinging mallet, playing his stroke almost without pausing in 
his stride and not even grounding his mallet. Compare this 
with Gavin Anderson’s stop-go stalk like a kitten playing with 
a ball of fluff or Alisdair Adam's long contemplation after he 
has grounded his mallet and is performing his genuflection 
routine. Consider Miss Murray glaring at the object ball after 

she has grounded her mallet as if defying her own ball to miss 

the target while Roger Wood seems to obtain his aim solely 

from his stalk with scarcely a flicker of an eyelid at the object 

ball. If there is any lesson to be learned from this it is to stick 

to your own style for they are all good players in their class 
and any attempt to change their methods would probably be 
disastrous. 

But what of the tournament? In the Open event, four diff- 
erent players reached the finals of the Draw and Process, the 
successful finalists being Jack Norton and Ewen Bowie. In the 

Play-off we expected fireworks but it turned out to be a day 
on which both players made mistakes and Jack Norton even- 

tually achieved victory in a somewhat undistinguished game 

which was of much poorer quality than some in the earlier 
rounds. 

Another success for Jack Norton was in the Doubles final 
where he skilifully piloted his 10 bisque partner Stewart Kil- 
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patrick to victory against Stephen Wright and Reg. Forth. We 

were sorry that Stephen was able to play only in the Doubles 
so that we missed the opportunity of seeing more of the high 

class croquet which he nearly always produces. 
In the Big Handicap Jack Norton reached another final, this 

time against Robert Milne to whom he conceded 1% bisques. 
The bisques, aided by their user’s skill, were too much for Jack 
and Robert regained the Edinburgh Cup of which he was the 
first holder in 1969 but has never won since. A happy tenth 

anniverary. 
lan Wright, Managing the tournament with his usual com- 

petence, coped with a vast number of requests for leave and 

succeeded in having the last final finished on Saturday shortly 
after half past five. Mrs Tait presented the prizes with charm

Hunstanton 27 August — 1 September 

The Hunstanton lawns have improved considerably since 
this reporter was there two years ago. The departure of the 

rabbits, who in previous years made interesting holes 
overnight the attention and skill fo the groundsman and the 

work of such members as John Wood have all contributed to 

this improvement. There were of course the usual one or two 

boundaries which gave an advantage to the initiated but small 
irregularities are present at all Clubs and add to the fun of the 
game. Golfers have to read the lawns — why not croquet 

players? 

The Club is unusual in having a grass apron in front of the 

Clubhouse — the five lawns surround this area, two on each 
side and one ahead, - so that it is possible to watch three games 

without moving one’s seat. With swivel chairs one could com- 
fortably follow the play on all five lawns! There was no time 

during which from this apron there wasn’t a game or two 

worth watching and there were some really high spots. 
Double banking was used from the first day. This presented 

one or two problems, particularly to those who had never 

double-banked before (some of whom would perhaps have 
benefitted from reading the C.A‘s guide lines for players in 

double-banked games). There were some minor grumbles but 
on the whole these were a minority expression — most people 
seem to have accepted that the economics of running a club 

requires more paying members than can be accomodated 
without double-banking. Anyway this writer finds in double- 
banking yet another excuse for inadequacies in prowess! 

Fortunately, the Managers, Sarah Hampson and Roger 

Wheeler, had decided that there would be no time limits — a 
wise decision when double-banking — nothing is more calcu- 
lated to raise the temperature than a slow player who is in the 
lead, or ahold up caused by the other game — especially in the 

last half hour of play. Double-banking and time limits are un- 

easy companions. 
Although a census revealed that there were in fact only 

three of them, the tournament seemed to be full of Tapps. 
They appeared at one stage to be set to win everything except 
the ‘B’ and ‘C' class events, but they were finally frustrated in 

the main handicap event for the Ingleby Challenge Cup by 

thirteen year old Mark Avery, who, playing off a handicap of 8 
uncremoniously ousted Matthew Tapp (1%) in the semi-final 
by using his bisques with speed and confidence to win the 

game in just over twenty minutes. 
Matthew Tapp is himself only sixteen and it was no doubt a
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new experience for him to be so decisively beaten — and for 
such a brilliant young player very hard to take. But he took his 

defeat well — no doubt consoled by memories of his own 
pretty meteoric rise during which he has no doubt inflicted 
similar defeats on many experienced and crestfallen players. 
He had even more positive consolation from his own brilliant 
win in the Open Singles for the Norfolk Challenge Cup, in 

which he beat his brother Simon. The finalists in both Draw 
and Process were all Tapps — Simon beat his father in one of 

these in a very exciting game. Arthur (father) Tapp took his 

first ball to 4 back and before Simon had made much progress 
had completed two thirds of the triple but broke down at 1 
back; Simon hit in but made little of it and Arthur went round 
to the peg but only pegged out one ball — nor did he peg out 

the other as Simon took both his balls round and pegged out 
to win. 

The Tapps filled three places in the finals of the Doubles, 
Matthew and father beating Simon and David Godfree, 

In the main Handicap event young Mark Avery (8) had to 
Play Steve Hoole (5) who is also relatively new to the game and 

an improving player. Mark took his first ball to three back with 
one bisque. Steve took his first ball to Rover and cross wired 
Mark at hoop one. Mark used two bisques to run the second 

hoop and join up. Steve did not hit in and Mark, now with- 
out bisques, took his second ball round to the peg from the 
second hoop, peeled his partner ball through Rover and peg- 
ged out. The game took an hour, 

Apart from the exploits of the young Tapps and Avery 
there were a lot of other intresting games. Sarah nearly lost her 

chance of the Hunstanton Challenge Bowl by inadvertantly 
pegging herself out with her second ball on Rover. Lionel 
Wharrad plodded round from 4 back and 3 wiring Sarah at 
each hoop until he reached peg and Rover where he unwisely 
left a ball open which Sarah hit and went out. She went on to 
contest the final but succombed to Jane Rolfe who had played 
consistently well to win the Challenge Bowl. 

The weather was marvellous - almost any croquet ground 
would be enjoyable in such weather. The croquet was at times 

almost as dazzling as the skies and there was excitement at all 
levels of play. Edith Wood and Moira Wharrad with all four 
clips on the peg — Hugh Carlisle who played Midge Sheldon as 
though determined not to score finally coming to when Midge 
had very capably taken both balls to Rover.

The President’s Cup 4 — 8 September 

There was bound to be a new winner of this cup because 
for almost the first time there was no former holder playing — 
there are normally three or four. However, the only newcomer 

to the eight was Eric Solomon and he did not come unsung 

having won the Chairman's Salver twice in the last three years. 
From the start Neal looked the likely winner, winning not 

only the games in which he established early leads but also 
three close games against Solomon, Openshaw and mulliner 

from behind. The narrow hoops coupled with welcome fast 
lawns brought mistakes from all the other players to begin 

with: Prichard and Jackson both stuck in 4 back when well set 
to finish, giving the games to Mulliner and Murray; in the next 

round Mulliner had made a fine come-back but carelessly ran 
on to his partner ball after Rover to hand the match back to 

Solomon. Hands was the first to complete a triple but it was to 
be his last — he had to wait until the 9th round to notch 
another win. Murray was making more mistakes than usual but 
was at his best with a fine triple peel against Solomon. The last 
named was playing consistently well and made up for only one 
win on Tuesday by winning all three on Wednesday, starting 

with a quadruple peel against Jackson, Jackson was not hoop- 

ing well and had to wait until the 6th round for a win, then 
one mistake, while doing a triple, from Mulliner gave Jackson 

the opportunity to make a fine break to peg Mulliner out and 
win the game. Openshaw was not playing like the Open Cham- 

pion and although he had 3 wins in the first series one was 
a gift from Prichard who missed a short roquet after running 

Rover with his backward ball. So at the end of the 1st Series it 

looked as though only Murray and Solomon who had each 

completed fluent triples in the 7th round and who had 5 wins 
apiece were the only threats to Neal. But Mulliner’s firefly 
brilliance and Openshaw’s more measured tread were still there 

behind them, The star game was Openshaw’s five peels, 1 back 
to penultimate, before Neal had started, yet the latter 

snatched a remarkable victory. Had that game gone the other 

way, or Prichard’s ‘gifts’ to Mulliner and Openshaw, or the 
Solomon game or.... but they didn’t! 

The second series started with Neals first defeat, an easy 

win for Solomon, while Murray looked unbeatable with a fast 
triple against Jackson and Openshaw played more confidently 
to beat Hands. Prichard and Mulliner started scratchily but 

after a good break from the latter this game was pegged down 

(after 2 hours only) to enable the 9th round to start so that 

Jackson could go to the Opera. At 6 o'clock the 
Prichard/Jackson game was also pegged down for the same 
reason, after less than 2 hours, with Prichard on 4 back and 
Penultimate. The Mulliner game was then resumed and Prich- 
ard hit in ruthlessly to win it by 3. This was a setback for Mul- 
liner who had just completed a brilliant triple against Open- 
shaw who had looked set for a +26 until he missed a short 

roquet a penultimate. Hands had beaten Neal, who was feeling 
the strain that bedevils leaders and with Solomon having been 
too steady for Murray (who could not hit in) there were now 

joint leaders with 7 games each, Murray being on 6 and Mul- 
liner 5. 

Friday was a day that Murray will never forget. In the 
morning he lost for a second time to a triple peel from 

Mulliner; in the afternoon he triple peeled Neal and pegged 
both balls out leaving Neal for hoop 1 and himself for 2 back. 
With accurate positioning and incredible hitting-in Neal made 

his 13 points while Murray made only 3 (reminiscent of a 

game at the Caskets in 1974 when Murray beat Wylie from a 

similar position), With his chance of winning the event gone 
Murray was to meet players who were not in contention so he 

set his sights on a sextuple peel. In the evening his opponent 
was Colin Prichard. Murray laid a close cross wire at hoop1 

with his forward ball eight inches in front of 1 back and his 

backward ball 6 foot away. Prichard just missed this ball and 

the sextuple was afoot; a rush peel at 1 back was followed by 
the 2 back peel after running hoop 1, 3 back after4, 4 back 

before 6, but because the pioneer at 2 back was not well placed 

Murray now concentrated on making the next three hoops, 
and accomplished the penultimate peel before 4 back. There 

was an anxious moment when Murray sent the two balls too 
near to each other and Rover but this was felt more by the 

spectators than by the player who cooly nudged one with the 
other and completed the first sextuple peel in the President's 

Cup (with 3 11/16th ins hoops). The astonishing thing about 
the break was how easy it was made to look and how quick. 

Meanwhile there was no let up between the three leaders: 

Mulliner had three easy wins with 2 triples; Solomon had his 
first game in the bag with both balls for the peg when Open- 

shaw went off beside them on the Boundary but Solomon 

only managed to peg one ball out leaving the other near the 
peg with Openshaw neatly the other side of the peg. Openshaw 
hit in from corner 1V and playing carefully and cleverly took 

both balls round to win by 1. Solomon followed this set-back 
with two masterly wins bringing him into the joint lead with 
Neal at 9 wins. Neal had the gift of a game from Jackson who 
stuck in Rover from 6 ins, which was followed by the game 

stolen from Murray and ended in a protracted game with 
Openshaw which both would like to forget and which was 
pegged down — the only one of the week. Solomon’s game 

against Jackson had been too long to allow for more than a 
short second act of the Opera game (Prichard won it quite 

quickly in the 3rd act on Saturday. 
The needle game on Saturday morning’ was 

Solomon/Mulliner — if the latter won he might go into the 
lead jointly with Neal and Solomon. Solomon was first round 
but Mulliner followed with a brilliant triple peel on his oppo- 
sent with Solomon's other ball for Hoop 2 and his own for 
hoop 1. With so much at stake it is not surprising that a few 
errors crept in: the contact was useless to Solomon but he kept 
forcing Mulliner to use him by shooting at the forward ball 

wherever it retreated to. Mulliner became less sure and due to 
his errors Solomon got in three times with what would have 

been easy chances in a normal game but Solomon only made 
one hoop each time. Mulliner switched from defence to attack 

but failed twice at 1 back whereupon Solomon strode on to 
take the game +7 with outward confidence but — so he says — 
inner turmoil. Prichard had meanwhile played Neal who was 
not hitting in and with some effective cut rushes and huge splits 
Prichard put paid to Neal’s chance of winning the Cup — 

Prichard had proved himself to be a specialist in recovery 
throughout the week and played well to win 4 games in the 

second series. Jackson got his second win to keep his record. 

He and Hands are different players in London from the form 
they show at Cheltenham; Jackson's mallet seemed too inert 

to hit the ball crisply while Hands hit harder and wider as the 
week progressed. 

In the last round, with the pressure off, Neal resumed 
where he left off at the end of the first series. Mulliner had set 

off like Sebastan Coe to show us the quickest triple peel but 
Neal hit in and showed us the surest — with only the occa- 
sional glance down to see if Prichard could possibly topple 

Solomon. But Solomon was not going to be deprived of his
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dream; he broke down trying a triple peel but almost rescued 
himself with a brilliant jump over a bal! at Sth to scatter a ball 

at 6th, sending both balls to the North Boundary. Prichard, 
robbed of an easy break did hit in but when Solomon got back 
in he went out in style. He did the penultimate peel splitting 

his other ball to within the yardline area on the West boundary 
to get a rush on an enemy ball to 2 back. John Solomon at his 
best would have been justly proud of these two strokes, and 
they show how Eric Solomon has grown in stature during this 
year — even during this week. 

Noel Hicks has said that out of the many President's Cups 

he has watched perhaps the finest consistent play was shewn in 
1972 when there were 22 triple peels and half the games were 
won by 20 points or more and now Dr. E.W. Solomon joins 

the winner that year, William Prichard, and Patrick Cotter 
(1949) as the only players to win the event at their first 
attempt since the war. This year Murray did his historic sex- 

tuple plus four triples and Mulliner did seven triple peels — yet 
they only tied for fourth place with 8 wins each. Neal had 

played well enough to win and had fought well while Open- 

shaw, almost unnoticed, had won six games in the second 
series to pull himself up to third place, only one behind Neal 

and two behind the winner. The absentees, when they return 

will not find vacant spaces. This year, to quote Aesop “slow 
and steady wins the race” but next it could equally well be the 

turn of the hare or the grasshopper. 
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The Chairman’s Salver — Compton 3 — 7 September 

To members of the Compton Club, and perhaps many 

others, this year’s eight players selected for the Chairman's, 
looked to be rather weaker than usual. They were in great 
contrast to those eight from the previous year. There were 

only two survivors from 1978, 4 promoted from the 
Ell Cup and two newcomers to the “Eights’’ altogether in lan 
Bond and David Foulser. The Courts were easy paced and 

warm and sunny weather prevailed throughout. Ed Strickland 

managed the event superbly, and the players were treated most 

graciously by the host Club. 
The first day's play can be best described as historic, in that 

all three rounds were completed by 4.13 pm. in lightning 
fashion, despite an hour and a half break for lunch. John 
Phillips and Foulser were the only unbeaten players by Mon- 

day evening with Tristram Owen and Vincent Camroux each 
on two wins. The favourite, Graeme Roberts, started badly 

losing his first three games. Foulser looked in tremendous 
form on the first day, beating Bond +25 in 66 minutes, David 

Croker +26 with the aid of a perfect triple peel in 48 minutes 

and Owen by +21 in 74 minutes. Triples were attempted by 
Bond, Croker and Camroux as well, but none were successful. 
Roberts was on peg and 4 back against Owen, who pegged him 

out with his other ball still for the 1st hoop. Roberts made 4 

back but never took croquet again. 
On Tuesday morning Foulser went to 4 back on the 4th 

ball against Robin Godby, but in trying to leave a ball ham- 

pered in front of the 4th hoop, he did a poor leave which 

Godby hit without the necessity of a lift shot, and Foulser 

never recovered the innings again. This was followed by 
Roberts inflicting a flowing +26 defeat on Foulser. Phillips was 
meanwhile playing delightful croquet to beat both Bond and 

Croker easily. The sixth round saw the first clash between 
Phillips and Foulser which the latter won in a rather tense 

match in which both players made surprising errors. 
Phillips won all his three matches on Wednesday by single 

figure margins, whilst Foulser lost to Bond and Roberts 
equally closely. The game between Foulser and Roberts was 
won by Roberts with an intriguing score +1 TP. However, there 

was not a 3 ball triple peel by Roberts as the score might 

suggest. Foulser was on the peg with both balls and Roberts 
was for the Ist and 3rd hoops. Instead of attempting a fairly 

long peg-out, Foulser laid up with a rush to the peg, when 

Roberts hit in with his backward ball and went to 4 back. His 
opponent missed the lift and Roberts brought off a beautifully 

controlled delayed triple peel, with all 3 peels done by the 

time he made 3 back. Before pegging out to win the match, 
Roberts also pegged out one of the enemy balls. Foulser re- 

covered his form in the evening session to beat Camroux by 

+23. This was a match which should have been +26 for Foulser 
did all three peels of a spectacular straight triple but missed 
the peg-out, after which Camroux made three hoops before 

breaking down. Camroux did two peels of a triple himself 
against Phillips but missed a short roquet going to 1 back. 
Later, he was on peg and peg, but missed a 6 foot roquet after 

running rover to give Phillips the game, 
On Thursday morning there seemed little prospect of any- 

one catching Phillips, who had won 8 out of 9, followed by 
Foulser, Croker and Owen, all having 5 wins. Owen was 
immediately despatched by Foulser, whilst Croker beat 
Roberts and Phillips got the better of Bond. Phillips was then 

well beaten by both Croker, and for the second time, by 
Foulser. This round saw 2 pegged out games which were both 
won by the player left with only one ball. Phillips broke down 

at 1 back, having done the 4 back peel. Bond played immac- 
ulately to double peel and peg out Phillips, thus giving him 
contact. Phillips shot well, and played soundly to win without 
too much trouble. Godby pegged out one of Croker’s balls, 
when both players were for the peg and 4 back. Croker's 
brilliant shooting saw him hit in to make 4 back and penulti- 

mate whereupon he broke down. Godby laid up, and Croker 
hit in again to make rover and obtain victory. 
The final day saw Phillips starting with 9 wins, closely fol- 

lowed by Foulser and Croker on 8. These two met imme- 
diately, and Foulser played with great composure to win +26 
again with Croker not taking Croquet. Phillips, at this point, 
was showing signs of pressure and was beaten by Godby. 
However, he recovered to trounce Owen in the afternoon, in 

convincing style. Camroux made the first hoop against 
Foulser early in the game, but missed a 12 foot roquet after 

which he never regained the innings as Foulser strolled to 

victory +25. 

Thus Phillips and Foulser were level on 10 victories apiece, 
and a play-off was required. Phillips was the first to strike but 
broke down at 1 back on his partner ball. Foulser misses a rea- 
sonably short shot and Phillips played a fine all round break to 
give the opposition contact. Unfortunately, in trying to get all 

four balls on the boundary, one went off to spoil what would 

otherwise have been a clever leave. Foulser was soon around to 
4 back, resisting the temptation to go to the peg and peg out 
Phillips’ ball. The lift was missed and Foulser picked up a dif- 

ficult break but found himself hampered after running a con- 
trolled 5th hoop. He conceded the innings and Phillips hit in to 

run the last 6 hoops and to take the Salver. 
Phillips strength was his ability to punish opponents for 

their mistakes thanks to his determination to win. Having been 
the leader all week, only to falter near the end, it would have 

been sad if he had not won the event. Foulser’s play was near- 
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ly always quick and flambouyant, in the mould of Chelten- 

ham’s trio of Martin Murray, Paul Hands and Andrew Hope. 
Croker’s form was a little erratic as his success owes so much 
to his shooting ability which sometimes deserted him. Owen, 
too, did not shoot as well as he can, but always fought hard, 
and was as difficult to beat as ever, taking very few risks. 
Roberts play varied enormously — sometimes brilliant and 
other times rather poor. Godby played very nicelt at times 

but often broke down unaccountably. Bond was not at his best 
due to his shooting not being up to its usual standard. In add- 
ition he was a little unwell for a couple of days. Camroux be- 
gan well, winning his first two games, but then faded. He lost 
several games through missing short to middle distance shots 
that he would have been expected to hit. 

Finally a few statistics:— 28 games were won by the player 
having won the toss whilst 28 were won by the player having 
lost the toss. Every game was timed by the Manager. The play- 
ers average times over their 14 matches were as follows:— 
Foulser, 1 hour 21 minutes — Bond 1.33 — Croker 1.38 — 

Phillips 1.39 — Camroux 1.48 — Roberts 1.50 — Godby 1.52 — 
whi 2.05. The shortest game lasted 48 minutes and the long-
