THE 1961 SEASON 
By MAURICE B. RECKITT 

“We are certainly due for something a lot better in 
1961.” These words are taken from a paragraph in this 
survey relating to last season, which had pointed out 
that summers with odd numbers to finish up with had 
been, for a good many years of late, much finer than 
those ending with even ones. And so it was again. 1961 
could not rival 1959, or even 1955, but it was “a lot 
better” than 1960. Now we shall be hoping that 1962 
will show a break in this curious and unaccountable 
sequence. 

1961 was a notable season in three ways. First, 
for the appearance in May and immediate application 
(in “Counties Week’’) of the revised Laws. Ian Baillieu 
was fortunately with us to interpret any dubious points 
—and to be the target of any criticisms—which were 
the upshot of the legislative enterprise he had so vigor- 
ously, even relentlessly pioneered. Also, it must be added, 
to receive the congratulations which were so evidently 
his due. One thing is absolutely clear, the re-arrange- 
ment of our code has resulted in a much more logical 
sequence than that which we had inherited from the past, 
a fact which is likely to become increasingly obvious as 
we become more used to it. How far some of the 
phraseology presents difficulties, at any rate to some of 
us, only because we are still unfamiliar with it, remains 
to be seen. There are certainly a few ambiguous phrases 
which need to be clarified, and presumably will be when 
our Laws Committee has got to work on them. But 
what is of such capital importance, that the Laws should 
commend themselves to croquet players in the Antipodes, 
would seem to have been achieved, As the new Dominion 
Referee in New Zealand has written to me: 

“I'm very much occupied with dispensing the 
message of the new laws which I find have caught 
on remarkably quickly here. They should, for I 
consider them the epitome of commonsense and 
fairness. Why, they’re even readable! They're 
interesting and—most important—easy to remem- 
beri? 

To have satisfied so experienced and so exacting an 
official as Mr. Ashley Heenan is no small achievement. 
It has to be remembered of course that the virtues of 
our new code owe much to our New Zealand friends, 
and perhaps to Mr. Heenan most of all. 

The second noteworthy feature of the season’s 
play was its bearing upon the selection of our team for 
the Test Matches in New Zealand in the early months of 
1963. Selection Committees are apt—and quite rightly— 
to be insistent that the secrecy of their deliberations should 
be preserved. But when, as in this case, seven selectors 
show themselves to be immediately unanimous on the 
first seven names to be chosen for a team, there can surely 
be no valid reason why this fact should not be known. 
Nor will associates be very likely to quarrel with the 
choice of the seven most successful competitors in this 
year’s President’s Cup to represent their country. 
We shall be sending the very best team that we could 
muster—with one possible exception. The Selection 
Committee desired it to be known that owing to Mr. 
Kirk Greene’s indifferent health this season, it was with 
deep regret that they were unable to consider the pos- 

sibility of inviting him to join the team. Many will 
feel that had he been able to join it, he would have made 
it even stronger than it is. Whether it is going to be 
strong enough to achieve the so far unparalleled feat of 
winning the trophy as a visiting side must remain to be 
seen. We know something of the strength of New Zealand 
croquet; and we have just heard from Australia that 
they will be sending a team of eight, of whom we are 
told that “all of them do the triple peel”. This should 
put our players on their mettle ! 

The third feature of the past season has been one 
which may cause 1961 to go down to croquet history 
as the Year of the Young Men. “Surely,” we wrote 
here last year, “‘a Varsity Match must be a strong pos- 
sibility in the near future.” That future was even nearer 
than most of us had guessed; and not only was the first 
of these matches played last May, but it looks as if an 
unbroken series of these encounters can be predicted, 
at any rate for some years. Cambridge, with more than 
fifty members of their newly established Club, are in a 
particularly strong position. A team headed by Arthur 
Reed, Derek Watson and Christopher Dashwood is 
going to take some beating. But Oxford, coming later 
into the field, have promising performers in P. J. Fidler, 
Richard Nelson and Roger Green, to mention but three. 
It is to be hoped that this very welcome and significant 
contest will attract more spectators, at any rate from 
amongst London players, than it did this year. Cam- 
bridge has already given us two players of international 
standard in William Ormerod and Bryan Lloyd-Pratt, 
and both Universities may be expected, if suitably 
encouraged, to give us more in the future. 

A player who may perhaps be expected to appear 
in the Cambridge side next year is David Miller, initially 
a pupil of David Curtis, who made so promising a debut 
in tournament play this season. And if we are to speak 
of the young, let us not forget the youngest tournament 
player of all, John Bolton, who starting at the age of 13 
may perhaps expect to have seventy seasons as a com- 
petitor before him ! But while we delight in the emergence 
of the young men, we have still to lament the absence 
of the young women. Which college, we wonder, will 
have the honour to provide the first one to play in a 
University team ? And how long must we wait for her 
to appear ? 

Having said so much of the young, a few lines may 
be spared to record the successes of some who will hardly 
resent being described as the aged. Two names among 
these stood out last season. Captain Stoker’s remarkable 
victories in the Men’s Championship, when he captured 
the scalps of two of our “Big Three” and came very close 
to winning a game in the final against the third, were only 
the most notable achievements of one who has done 
what few, if any, competitors have done before—a 
notably improved as a first-class player while in his 
seventies. The other to earn honourable mention is 
Mr. de la Nougerede who having shared in a triple tie 
in the Surrey Cup, could, in the opinion of many, have 
won the event had it not been his lot to have to play two 
games in the resulting play-off at the end of an excep- 
tionally exacting week. 

 



Not for the first time by any means our three top 
players divided the season’s main events between them. 
John Solomon won the Open Championship; Patrick 
Cotter won at Hurlingham and Brighton; Humphrey 
Hicks won the Men’s Championship, and from a strong 
field the President’s Cup. This did not leave much for 
anyone else. But Dr. Wiggins won both of the main 
events at the two Eastbourne tournaments, and Miss 
Warwick in addition to a victory in the Ladies’ Field 
Cup, after having the Women’s Championship “stolen” 
from her by Miss Roe’s brilliant shooting, won at 
Budleigh. More noteworthy still was her striking success 
both in the Open Championships and at Hurlingham, 
where her victims included Hicks in the former and (at 
one stage) Cotter in the latter. Robert Tingey, “‘maturing 
slowly” as usual, won the Challenge Cup. Colonel 
Prichard, repeating his numerous successes of the 
previous season, showed a marked advance, signified 
by his victory in the Surrey Cup. In this event it was good 
to welcome two newcomers, both Mr. Leonard and Mr. 
Birch playing better and better as the week went on. 

Space does not permit of so generous a tribute 
as one would wish to pay to the many improving players 
whose form has, however, generally been noted and 
commended in earlier numbers of this journal during the 
season. Special mention must be made of the winner of 
the All-England Handicap, Major Heathcote, whose 
steadiness is remarkable; of A. V. Camroux and Mrs. 
Solomon victorious in Peels’ week at the beginning of 
the season, and of Christopher Dashwood and Mrs. 
Perry each so successful at Devonshire Park at the end: 
of Miss Hickson (who has come on wonderfully), of 
Mr. and Mrs. Skempton at Hurlingham, and of Mr. 
Caporn at Roehampton. Miss Roe’s meteoric rise has 
already been suggested. 

Our game is assuredly not short of promising players, 
and at some of our larger clubs the numbers are not 
only rising satisfactorily but beginning to create problems 
of congestion on the courts. A good deal was said in 
this survey last year of the tendency to “centralisation” 
which seems to be increasing in the croquet world and 
it cannot be repeated now. But it is essential for us to 
realise that what our Association needs is not only new 
players but, even more, new places for them to play at 
and—perhaps still more immediately—the preservation 
of those we already have. It is lamentable that any 
croquet club should expire, whether from lack of players 
or from Jack of energetic efforts to attract them. And 
such efforts must not be left till too late; if any signs of 
decreasing vitality are being shown at a club the time to 
tackle so dangerous a situation is NOW—before decay 
becomes incurable. 

It has been a notable season, and not the least 
notable feature of it has been the leadership in so many 
directions given to the Association by the Chairman of 
its Council. He has had more and more exacting tasks 
fall to his lot than has often been the case for his pre- 
decessors, but Brigadier Stokes-Roberts has coped nobly 
and successfully with them all. If precedent is followed, 
as we may fully expect, he will be succeeded in office by 
the youngest Chairman the C.A. has ever known. John 
Solomon will go to New Zealand not only with the pres- 
tige of the many Championships (including theirs) which 
he has won, but with the authority and responsibility of a 
position he is especially fitted to uphold among our 
friends in countries far away.

Subscription Rates 
Associates are reminded of the new rates of subscription which 

were agreed at the A.G.M. on May 29th, 1961, and which come 
into force on Ist January, 1962, by the amendment of Rule XXTY, 

(a) The standard rate of subscription for all Associates over the 
age of 2] is 3 gns. per annum excepting as under. 

(i) For those who intend not to participate in any one year 
in any Tournaments other than those at their own Clubs 
the rate of subscription is 39s. for that year. 

(ii) For new Associates the rate of subscription is 30s. in their 
first year, thereafter 3 gens. or 30s. per annum in accordance 
with (a) and (a) (i) above. 

(b) The rate of subscription for Overseas Members is 20s. per 
annum, 

(c) For Junior Members, that is to say those under the age of 
21 and those who are still undergoing full-time education, the 
rate of subscription is 20s. per annum. In the year following 
the attainment of their majority or the completion of their 
full-time education their rate of subscription is 3 gns. or 30s. 
per annum in accordance with (a) and (a) (i) above. 
The following notes are important and should be read as part 
of the foregoing. 

(i) For Associates or Members joining on or after Ist August in 
any year subscriptions are at half the appropriate rates for that 
year. 

(ii) Associates liable to a subscription rate of 30s. per annum 
under (a) (i) above shall not become liable to the standard 
rate of 3 gns. per annum by virtue of their selection to play 

"for their counties or for their clubs at clubs other than their 
own. 

(iii) Where one member of a family is paying the standard rate of 
3 gns. per annum the rate of subscription for additional mem- 
bers of the same family or household is 30s. each per annum 
or 20s. each in the case of Junior Members as in (c) above. 
Such additional Members shall enjoy full privileges of mem- 
bership, saving only that the family or household shall be 
entitled to not more than one copy of each issue of Croquet. 
It should further be noted that this reduced rate of subscrip- 
tion for additional members of families or households does 
not apply pre rata to Life Membership payments. 

(iv) The lump sum payment by which an Associate may commute 
to Life Membership is £35, 

Associates who have paid a subscription of 30s. under (a) (i) 
above and who subsequently in the year for which that sub- 
scription has been paid become liable for the standard rate of 
3 gns. by virtue of their having played in a tournament at a 
club other than their own are themselves responsible for pay- 
ment to the C.A. of the outstanding balance of 33s. In their 
failure to do so paragraph (c) of Rule XXIV applies. 

(vi) When remitting their subscriptions to the Secretary of the 
C.A., Associates will be aware that they are already asked to 
enclose a slip giving their names and particulars of the pay- 
ment. From Ist January, 1962, Associates who are not paying 
the standard rate of 3 gns. are in addition particularly re- 
quested to indicate the category of subscription they are

After lunch Dr. Wiggins and Mr. Solomon had a rather in- 
and-out sort of game. The former, who at first was not rushing 
with his usual accuracy and had frequent collisions with “the 
furniture’, shot very well and beat Mr. Solomon, who did not 
quite reproduce his morning brilliance, by 7 poimts. 

In the game between Mr. Cotter and Mrs. Rotherham, Mr. 
Cotter soon placed one clip on 4-back and the other on the peg, 
where it remained but briefly, since in “returning to mum” he 
accidently pegged himself out. Mrs. Rotherham now made steady 
progress with some accurate 2-ball breaks, but Mr. Cotter shot in 
and quickly made the last three hoops and pegged out to win by 13.

The result of the match now hung on the last game, in which

mate and the peg. Mr. Townsend hit in and appeared to have a 
good chance of making the last three hoops and pegging out 
Colonel Prichard, but he broke down at the penultimate and let 
Mrs, Longman in, She made the penultimate and rover, but failed 
to peg out her partner’s ball and decided to leave a short rush for 
the stick. Once more Mr. Townsend's long shot was successful 
and having separated his opponents he joined up with his partner. 

At this stage the Middlesex Captain had to catch a train, leav- 
ing Mr. Townsend with the formidable task of peeling his partner 
through four hoops with both his opponents for the peg. It would 
be nice to end the story there; but it must be admitted that subse- 
quently both Mrs. Longman and Colonel! Prichard failed to finish 
the game, when they had good opportunities, and Mr, Townsend’s 
long shots at last missed, though narrowly. 

It is nice to record that although Mrs. Longman and Colonel 
Prichard were well aware that Miss Lintern’s “black” could be 
treated as ‘‘a dead ball”, they were careful to avoid leaving a double 
for it, although it made their task that much harder.

Questions and Answers

Answer: No, new Law 29 (a) states that if the adversary notices 
this before the striker has had his next stroke (i-e., after he has 
actually taken croquet), he must stop play and can decide whether 
he will have a replay or not. For further procedure read 29 (a) very 
carefully and please note that if the adversary fails to stop play 
the stroke is valid and the turn goes on. 

Question: At what point is a ball deemed to come to rest ? 

Answer: Law 22 states that it has finally come to rest if the 
striker has taken his stance for the next stroke or left the court in 
the belief that the ball has come to rest. 

Question: May the player pick up a ball in the game and wipe 
it’? 

Answer: Yes, Law 23 (d) allows this at any time.

After a third hand bid of one heart by East, supported by West 

you find yourself in a contract of four spades. West leads the ace 

of hearts followed by the two of spades. Dummy’s Queen is taken 

by East's ace, and a spade is returned, which your eight wins. 

You play ace and king of diamonds, and enter dummy with the 

king of spades, drawing West’s knave, You now lead the queen of 

diamonds (both opponents follow suit). Answer the questions:— 

(a) What do you discard on the queen of diamonds ? 
(b) What is your next lead from dummy ? 
(c) Why ? 
(d) How do you propose to make the contract ?

How does the limit of claims vary 

in the new laws? 

The main alterations were referred to in Croquet for July, 

1961, but as this is by no means a short and simple question we are 

now publishing the following comprehensive article on the subject 
by Mr. Ian Baillieu. 

One cannot say that under Law 47 of the Old Laws the Limit of 

Claims was before the first stroke of the next turn and under the 

New Laws it is so and so. No one under the Old Laws could refer 

to Law 47 and be safe in acting upon it because it only applied 

“except as provided in these Laws”. There were express exceptions 

in the Laws and there were other cases where commonsense 

demanded its exclusion. Surely an adversary could not postpone 

by an indefinite number of strokes the decision to have a stroke 

replayed under old Law 37, or announce under old Law 

38 (d) that he had elected to decide that the striker had not made 

the fourth hoop after the striker had been continuing his break and 

run the sixth hoop ? Further to some extent Old Law 42 was a 

dead-letter. The final complication was the rule that the “striker’s 

opinion prevailed” which would frequently render nugatory any 
claim by his adversary. 

I now turn to Part 2. Section D, New Laws 26-35 which set 
out the “Criminal Code”’; for it is only in relation to Irregularities 
that the Limit of Claims falls to be considered. 

Law 27. Playing when not entitled to play 
This re-enacts Old Law 30 (e) assuming, as has been generally 

accepted, that the Old Law was governed by Old Law 47. No 

variation. 

Law 28. Playing when any ball is misplaced—General Rule 

This is a violent departure from the letter of the Old Law. 
If the adversary observes the striker about to play when a ball is 
misplaced, he not only has the right but he now has a duty to 
forestall play. In the cases covered by the General Rule this is 
his only remedy. Under the Old Laws an adversary could watch a 
striker irregularly place his ball on the yard line and attempt a 
return roquet. If the roquet was missed he could say nothing. If 
it was hit, he could recall the stroke. The adversary could even 
postpone his claim until the first stroke of the next turn. This was 
the effect of Old Law 42 which has been abolished. In practice 
there is really no difference; for all honourable adversaries who 
observed the irregularity exercised their right to forestall under 
Old Law 49 (iii). 

Law 29, Pla ying when any ball is misplaced—Exceptions to General 
Rule 

(a) Taking croquet from the wrong ball. This was previously covered 
by Old Law 42. This Law was universtlly disregarded and an 
automatic replay was made if the error was discovered before the 
first stroke of the next turn, This Law has now been altered. 
The Limit of Claim has also been altered and is now before the 
next stroke but one. 

(b) Taking Croquet when not entitled to do so. This was not covered 
by the Old Laws specifically but it also fell within the ambit of 
Old Law 42, The Limit of Claims is now before the next stroke but 
one ca the existing practice but not the existing Law has been pre- 
served. 

(c) Failing to take croquet when entitled to do so, The remarks 
under (b) above apply. 
(d) Wroengly removing or failing to remove a ball from the game, 
This enlarges the scope of Old Law 39 (d) and preserves the old 
Limit of Claim, There is a replay if the irregularity is discovered 
before the end of the game. 

Law 30. Playing the wrong ball 

The old Limit of Claim is preserved, namely before the first 
stroke of the next turn. 

Law 32. Making a fault in the striking 

I commented upon this in the October issue. The Old Law 
was that the Limit of Claim was before the first stroke of the next 
turn. This was a dead letter. If a referee was watching the stroke, 
the decision was announced at once. Ifa referee was not watching, 
the adversary had no remedy unless the striker elected to fault 
himself. This is still the position. The new Limit of Claims, namely 
the next stroke but one is almost a dead letter but it is possible that 
an adversary might persuade a striker to fault himself notwith- 
standing that he had postponed his claim by one stroke. I doubt it. 

Law 33 and 34. 

The result of any such interference as is covered by these Laws 
could only result in the striker possibly playing when a ball was 
misplaced. Therefore Laws 28 and 29 would apply, and no further 
Law is necessary. 

Law 35 

(b) Mistakes in the Score. The score is always adjusted prior to the 
end of the game. This is an old practice but there was no Law 
in the Old Laws which expressly stated this fact; unless possibly it 
can be extracted from Old Law 31 (d), and it may well be asked why 
wasn’t the Old Law governed by Old Law 47 ? 

(c) The effect of a misplaced clip. The Limit of Claims has 
not been altered, It is before the second stroke of the adversary's 
next turn, 

Law 38 (e). Playing a bisque before completing previous turn. 

Since this only applies to Handicap Play this Law does not appear 
in Section D but in Section C of Part 2, and cancels Old Law 46 (f), 
Previously a claim could have been made before the first stroke of 
the next turn. An adversary still has the duty to forestall if he 
observes a striker playing a bisque before he has concluded his 
preceding turn. But if he has failed to do so, it has been considered 
kinder to let the striker continue on the plans to which he has 
orientated his play. 

It will be observed that there is nothing in the New Laws to 
replace Old Law 47 as a general law because the exact Limit of 

Claim is appended to each irregularity. TAN BaAILLieu

Tt was pointed 
ont thet the £100 paid by New Zealand was really for the Copy- 
right, 

_ Mr. Reckitt said New Zealand had always printed the Laws in 
their Annual, so their demand for Copyright was not unreasonable. 
Interim Report on discussion with New Zealand on Dominion Tour 

In presenting this Report Mr. Reckitt said it was hoped the 
Team would arrive in New Zealand on Ist January, 1963, and 
proceed at once to Dunedin where they played their first Match on 
10th-12th. The itinerary was fixed so that they worked their way 
from South to North of the Islands, that February 26th-28th 
would be the last match at Whangarei against Australia. On 
March 2nd, there would be a farewell dinner at Auckland#*where 
the Dominion Tournament took place on March Sth, and it was 
hoped that all the teams would stay for this. The winner of such : 
an event could well be called “the best player in the world” ! He 
outlined the expected policy the committee were likely to pursue. 

The Report on the Resignation of the Hon. Treasurer 
The Chairman said General Wilson-Haffenden resigned 

because he could not give sufficient time to the supervision of the 
Accounts that he considered necessary, owing to pressure of work 
and his wife’s ill-health. After consultation with the Chairman of 
the Finance Committee and Mr. Solomon it was agreed that it 
was infinitely preferable to have a local man to supervise the 
accounts and to do the audit. Our present Auditors entirely agreed 
and have tendered their resignation. John Cooper & Co. have been 
recommended by the Midland Bank and the Chairman has been 
in touch with him and hopes to get the matter finalised in the near 
future. As an election of an Hon. Treasurer has to be passed by 
the A.G.M. there is no hurry to choose one. Anyway he would 
have very little to do once a professional has taken over super- 
vision.

Cal. Stobart’s Motion 
_“That in the Regulations for Official Tournaments, Sub- 

section (iil) of Regulation 12 should be cancelled. That a new 
Regulation should be inserted stating that not more than two 
minutes practice should be allowed before starting any game in 
any Tournament.” 

There was considerable discussion, some of the reasons put 
forward against the Motion being: 
(a) It detracts from the skill of the game. 
(6) That it would be impossible for a Manager to see that two 
minutes only were taken.

li. People disliked time-limits in the morning and not in the 
afternoon. In Open Doubles two players spent 39 minutes 
during the match in discussion. 

The Canon suggested that games should start at 9.45 a.m. 
and continue with 3 hour for lunch till 2.45 p.m. and, in his 
view all the timed games would then have been finished. 

iii. He considered it most important to encourage long bisquers 
to enter in Tournaments, but 34 hours is not long enough for 
them to finish a game. He would suggest that the Felix Cup 
be played, except for the final, at Compton. He said players 
would welcome this. 

iv. He considered too much prominence was given to the extra 
event. 

During the discussion which followed it was pointed out that the 
use of Compton lawns incurred extra cost and that some long 
bisquers did not like too long a game. 

It was agreed that the Tournament Committee should examine 
all the questions raised and report to Council. 

Mr. Solomon’s Motion re a small executive committee. 
In presenting this Mr. Solomon pointed out that the Association 
was now much more active than in the past and that therefore there 
were more important decisions to be taken, and if there were an 
executive committee it would take the responsibility off the Chair- 
man. There was much discussion with past Chairmen stating their 
views, two small amendments were made and finally a vote taken 
and the notion was defeated 9-7.

ROEHAMPTON 

September 21st to 23rd 
The feature freshly remembered of the All England Handicap 

this year was the unusual, and indeed possibly unprecedented, 
situation of two representatives of the same club contesting the 
final. Congratulations, therefore, at the outset to Budleigh Salterton 
who are keeping the croquet flag flying so strongly in the West 
Country, and to their two representatives, Cave and Heathcote. 

Fifteen players came to Roehampton for this the final stage 
of an event that had been pursuing its course up and down the 
country since early summer. Five clubs by virtue of having sixteen 
or more competitors had a dual representation—Budleigh, Col- 
chester, Hurlingham, Roehampton and Southwick, and to complete 
the picture five clubs each had one, Cheltenham, Edgbaston, Park- 
stone, Reigate and Ryde. We missed seeing Hunstanton and 
Nottingham this year—temporary absences it is to be hoped. 

The only minus player, Della, did not survive the first round, 
but only after a close battle with Mrs, Chittenden who prevailed 
by 2 points. Della, who had played no less than sixteen games at 
Roehampton during the previous week, showed undiminished 
vigour. One feature of the early play was the defeat of the four 
metropolitan representatives at their first hurdles, Baldwin's defeat 
by Cave being perhaps surprising, as the former was nicely placed 
on his entitlement of bisques. Whitehead, the holder, found 
Meachem, of Edgbaston, in sparkling form and had to concede 
his title in the first round. Heathcote’s play suggested from the 
outset that he was quietly fancied to win, and he duly reached the 
final by beating Chignell, Pritchard and Meachem, all with some- 
thing in hand. The other finalist, Cave, had a close struggle with 
Mrs. Chittenden in the semi-final, and had the lady gone for her 
final hoop instead of going away unsuccessfully to separate her 
opponent's balls, she might have entered the final which she last 
graced in 1954, 

The final looked like finishing in about an hour when Heath- 
cote with one ball already on the peg was quietly bringing his 
other ball to its haven. Having reached the penultimate, however, 
and with everything sitting nicely for the coup de grace his mind 
must have taken wings and dwelt on the neighbouring Rosslyn 
Park-Waterloo rugby game, since he proceeded to do one or two 
unaccountable things and forfeited the innings to Cave. The latter 
then took one ball from the fourth hoop to the peg and, with 
Heathcote failing to hit in, proceeded smoothly with the other. 
Unfortunately in taking off to an opponent's ball, he overhit and 
left the court and Heathcote soon settled the issue. So Budleigh 
hold the trophy for the first time for fourteen years when Hope

October 2nd to 14th 

However the solar cycle which determines the dates of our 
official tournaments may affect this fixture, one phenomenon appears 
to be a “constant”—the second week always gets better weather 
than the first. So it was again this year. The opening day was a 
lovely one, but as the week went on the weather became boisterous, 
some rain fell, though not much during playing hours, and there 
was an uncomfortable amount of wind. But with the second week 
the weather steadily improved and culminated in a really glorious 
Saturday, just such a day as that with which we so often seem to 
welcome our visitors to and spectators of the match. 

It was feared that the construction of the new ‘Congress 
Theatre” might somewhat affect our arrangements at the Park, 
but this did not prove to have any adverse effect, Refreshments 
were available in the morning (coffee), afternoon (tea), and evening 
(chiefly whisky), on the balcony and ground floor of the pavilion, 
and were often borne out to competitors by their more altruistic 
fellows—Miss Bryan, Mrs. Prichard and Mrs. Perry being par- 
ticularly assiduous in this friendly service. The ground was sur- 
rounded this year by three building sites, and play was occasionally 
punctuated not only by the grinding of the concrete mixers and the 
squeaks of cranes, but by the Se/ canto of an Italian opera singer 
foes the “Congress” scaffolding—a pleasant example of joy in 
labour. 

No space can be sufficient adequately to report a fortnight’s 
play in a dozen events, and this reporter was too often playing 
himself to be on hand when exciting contests were going on else- 
where. Experience in previous years had given rise to—perhaps 
rather exaggerated—apprehensions that “best of three” in the 
main event would lead to a number of matches lasting into a 
second day. It was therefore ordained that play should cease when 
such a danger threatened, but this only happened once (Prichard y. 
Hodges) and then very narrowly. Mrs. Rotherham, who played 
the only other contests of this kind, won them both within the 
allotted time and showed a most welcome return to her best form 
in doing so, The scalps of Humphrey Hicks and Leslie Kirk- 
Greene are not casily captured. The former was secured by a 
timely “last shot” in the third game, and the latter might possibly 
not have been had not Leslie, then well in the lead, played with a 
wrong ball at 2-back on his second break, an error symptomatic 
perhaps of fatigue consequent upon the ill-health from which he 
has so unluckily suffered this season, Meanwhile Dr. Wiggins had 
been forging ahead in the other half of the competition, and 
eventually won the South of England Championship without losing 
agame. The final, as is so often the case, did not show the con- 
testants at their best, but the lady made a characteristically stubborn 
effort to pull the second game out of the fire when with her clips 
still on the first hoop and her opponent with only five points to 
make, she came within six points of overhauling him. Dr. Wiggins 
always plays well at Eastbourne, and taking the week as a whole 
was.a deserving winner. 

The other events which chiefly occupied the first week were the 
B Opens and the Open Doubles. It was rather surprising to find 
Col. Stobart in a B event, but not at all surprising that he should 
win this one. But he was hunted home in the final by Capt. Buller 
who played most notably well throughout the week and seemed to 
be always on the courts. He has greatly improved this season and 
is clearly due for a reduction in his handicap, 

The feature of the play in the Open Doubles was the brilliant 
exhibition of practical and tactical wizardry by Humphrey Hicks. 
To take a ten bisquer, albeit so singularly steady a one as A/V.M. 
Maynard, to within one turn of final victory in an event such as 
this is a truly astonishing feat for which no praise can be too 
high. ‘The finalists, Maurice Reckitt and Joan Warwick, have 
shown themselves to be an effective pair at this tournament before, 
but they looked very unlikely to reach this stage when Maurice, 
who had been till then the lame duck of the party, was required to 
collect and complete a break from the third hoop to the peg to 
save the game, which to the surprise of none more than himself he 
managed to do. In the final, Humphrey, who contrived, as usual, 
to hit precisely the shots he had to if the game were to be kept 
alive, was cheated of victory by the steadiness of Joan Warwick 
who, with her partner pegged out, made two beautifully accurate 
hoop approaches and hit a “last shot” at the (very) critical moment. 

Having dealt with one Doubles event it will be convenient 
at this point to refer to the other. The semi-finals brought together 
four well-fancied pairs, four men doing battle with each other in 
one half and four ladies in the other. Reckitt and Dashwood, each 
in their best form, won with surprising ease; Joan Warwick and 
Enid Haigh-Smith only a little less conclusively in their game. 
The final became a regular “dog fight”: everyone made mistakes, 
and fortune swayed from side to side up to the very last when 
Maurice, taking a slow shot at his partner ball into the middle of 
the lawn, with intimidatory intent on Mrs. Haigh-Smith, who 
had a difficult 4-back to negotiate, hit it and polished off the game 
at speed on the very stroke of time. 

Here let a word of praise be given to one of the most promising 
players in the game, Christopher Dashwood, to whose admirable 
steadiness throughout the success of this partnership was so largely 
due. Entering in this, only his third tournament in his first season, 
in four events, he won three of them, winning most of his games by 
conclusive margins. He has good strokes (and will soon have still 
better ones), a good head, and that most valuable asset to a begin- 
ner, a capacity for self-criticism. With such resources at his com- 
mand he will surely go far. 

The Men’s Championship, played in the second week, always 
looked a good thing for Dudley Hamilton-Miller, but Capt. 
Stoker has slain even greater giants this season and came very 
near to victory on this occasion. Mrs. Reeve, not for the first time, 
won the Women’s Championship after rather a chequered course 
in the event, Mrs. Haigh-Smith in effect defeating her, by playing 
far above the form her handicap suggests, but retiring on the peg 
to reserve herself for the Doubles. Then subsequently that rapidly 
improving player, Miss Hickson, might well have won had she not 
forgotten at the end of the game that a lift was coming up, a 
mistake very natural to one who has not competed in “Advanced 
Play” before. Muriel kept her best form for the final and won a 
very creditable victory over Mrs. Rotherham, who missed a cut 
rush just when she was showing signs of overhauling her opponent. 

With space running out, it is time to turn to the big Handicap, 
always a particularly interesting event at this tournament. Lady 
Ursula Abbey, after a narrow escape from Mrs. Longman in the 
first round, found her way fairly easily into the final (she was the 
only player to beat Mr. Dashwood during the week). There she 
encountered a very dark horse, Mrs. Perry, who had never competed 
in a tournament Singles before, but soon showed herself to be a 
player of admirable nerve, considerable tactical acumen, and 
commendable enterprise. In short, jolly good. Only Mrs. Fitter— 
who later won the Trevor Cup—had made much of a fight against 
her. The final was not a very good game, but here Mrs. Perry showed 
her spirit by coming from behind when nearly all her bisques were 
gone. If she has time and strength to play more she could “go 
places" in a game the essentials of which she has so evidently 
mastered. But she might be well advised to try playing with a 
rather lighter and perhaps longer mallet, and with her feet more 
close together; no player with a wide open stance has ever reached 
success in first-class croquet, surely a significant fact. 

There had been a good deal of rain at Eastbourne in mid- 
September, with the result that the courts were heavier and there- 
fore less “interesting” than is generally the case. But they were, 
as always, most carefully prepared. Mr. McKellar, the head 
groundsman of the Eastbourne Corporation, has long been known 
to us for the expert advice he has given to many croquet players 
and clubs on the upkeep of their lawns; Mr. Fred Jones, the 
groundsman at Devonshire Park, puts into practice such expertise 
with the most admirable results. 

How fortunate our Association is to have this large expanse 
available to it, not only for its players but for those who come 
to watch them and discover what a fine game croquet is and what 
fun it would be to take it up themselves. The stewards who were 
on hand to answer questions found many very ready to ask them, 
and it is reported that a number of inquirers, especially local ones, 
declared their intention to get into touch with a club as soon as 
possible. All this must be particularly encouraging to Mr. Perry, 
who forms so valuable a liaison with the authorities at Eastbourne, 
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Mr. George Hill, the Corporation’s Entertainment Manager. and 

Mr. Peter Harland who supervises all sporting events at the Park. 

Finally, a warm word of thanks to those officials who make 

this tournament the success that it is. Mrs. Reeve is the most 

vealous and tireless of Referees: no one takes more trouble than 
she does to see that hoops are all that they should be. And Major 

Dibley, now in sole command as Manager, got through the tourna- 

ment to universal satisfaction, with a minimum of time limits and 

no reliance on the lawns at “another place’’, as they say in Parlia- 

ment. [t was good to find Mrs. Dibley, who has been much harassed 

by ill-health this year, free to play—and win—so many games, and 

to see such old friends of this tournament as Mr. and Mrs, Elvey. 

and Mr. Brackenbury, free to enjoy themselves at a tournament for 

which they have in past years done so much, 

The handsome array of no fewer than nine cups was set oul 
in front of the pavilion at the close of the proceedings and pre- 
sented to the winners by Mrs. Reeve, amid the plaudits of a good 

gathering of competitors and spectators in the evening sunshine, 

which smiled benevolently on the close of Devonshire Park's 54th 

annual tournament— one of the most successful of this memorable 

series. 

P.S.—By a happy (if slightly suspicious) coincidence, the sweep- 

stake, organised each year by the energies of Messrs. Della and 

Victor, the “Old Firm”, was won on this occasion by Mr. G. V. 

Evans.
