NOTES by ROVER

Handicapping Data

Some vears ago a table was customarily included in the first
issue of the magazine each year which summarised all the handicap
singles games played in the preceding year, showing the total games
won and lost for each handicap. One of our more statistically-
minded Associates has during the past months bent his mind to
compiling such a table for 1963 and the results of his wintry
appraisement is shown elsewhere in this number. The more erudite
of our readers can doubtless glean a great deal from the table and it
occurs to us that an examiner for an advanced statistics degree could
find considerable material therein for a searching question. Our
approach is less esoteric. Looking at the results as a league table
it will be seen that 4 of the first 5 places are filled by minus handicap
groups, thus confirming what long bisquers know from practical
experience—that an array of bisques soon fly forgotten as a dream.

The table also gives some guide as to the handicap constitution
of present-day players. Handicap 2 players participated in no fewer
than 175 games, but those on 24 played only 43 which prima facie
suggests that there are four times as many players handicapped at
2 as there are at 21, Indeed those whose handicaps end in a half
would appear to be in a definite minority since they only competed
in a quarter of the total games played.

Going Down

On researching through past numbers we found that the last time
that the table referred to in the foregoing note appeared was exactly
ten vears ago, and that compared with the 1,074 handicap singles
games played last year, ten years earlier the total was 1,432. This is a
sobering thought. It is, of course, due mainly to the lower number
of entries per tournament, but an additional reason is that some
tournaments which were being held ten years ago have now dis-
appeared from the calendar. Two of these, Sidmouth and Exmouth,
have in a sense been taken over by their bigger brother at Budleigh
since the May and July Non-Official fixtures now held there
compensate for the former Sidmouth May and the Exmouth July
tournaments. For the others whose names no longer appear,
Bedford, Buxton, Leamington and Woking, there has been no
compensating influence. In some cases deprivation of the requisite
number of lawns may have been the reason for clubs ceasing to hold
a tournament but a dwindling number of entries has certainly
played its part. The cost of participating in tournament play away
from one’s home town has certainly increased over the years and
when it is a choice between a tournament at a seaside resort and
one at an inland town, no doubt the former starts with an advantage
because of the greater holiday atmosphere. Cheltenham and
Nottingham are now the only two non-seaside towns, other than
London, which appear in the calendar: may they continue to
flourish and attract more visitors from other centres.

Working to Rule

It may seem a little odd to pose the question whether there are
many associates who know anything about—still less claim to be
well acquainted with—the Rules by which their association is (or at
any rate ought to be) governed. Yet it is extremely unlikely that
there are many such, and this for at least three reasons. In the first
place, it is a full four years since these Rules appeared in print.
Secondly, when they did it was in a publication which far two few
associates take the trouble to obtain—the Official Handbook of
the C.A., a new and revised edition of which is about to appear and
will be on sale by—if not before—the date of our Annual General
Meeting. But ignorance of our Rules as they now stand can be
easily justified by the fact that they have only this winter had a
thorough going over by some of the sharpest brains of the Council
(which do not include the writer of this Note). They will appear in
the new publication, along with much else in the Association’s
“Wisden"", as we might reasonably describe it, and so we might well
add, in the hackneyed phrase, it is something which no serious
croquet player can afford to be without. Of course the Handbook
was once the Year Book, and fifty years ago proved a stoutly bound
book of over 200 pages with which the 2,300 associates of those
days were annually supplied free of charge. Such times are no more,
but the need to be well informed about our game is no less.

After the Fire

Towards the end of January, we were shocked to hear that the
Holmesdale Press, our printers, ever since the beginning in 1905,
had been burnt out, and everything there lost. Undeterred by this,
they immediately set about making alternative temporary arrange-
ments, and were soon back in limited production. We are very
grateful that they have been able to stand by us, and produce our

April number as usual. We were especially fortunate that there
was no issue pending for two months, and that although the blocks
from which our front cover photographs have been printed were
destroyed, we had little else there for the fire to ravage.

It was felt that this would afford us a convenient opportunity for
changing our front-page layout from the photographs which have
been succeeding each other with, to some, depressing regularity.
We therefore decided that Associates might like to see the more
imporiant of the trophies that are competed foreach year reproduced
in the appropriate months, with some explanatory matter furnished
by our historically-minded Rover.

The other change in the journal was dictated not by circumstances
but by the decision of Council. For the past few years the journal
has printed the sometimes rather baffling, sometimes informative,
Council Minutes as a report of what the Associates’ representatives
are doing. It has now been held that these Minutes are a confidential
record for the use of Council alone. On the other hand, it is right
and proper that some account of what happens in Council should
be put before Associates, and so the Chairman will now submit a
report, to contain all decisions of Council with such views expressed
on either side as is felt to be appropriate.

Ques tions and Answers

Question

In handicap play, in Doubles, red had already peeled yellow
through four hoops. Later in the game yellow went into position to
turn the rover hoop. Later, red, in hitting down to “A” baulk to
give yellow a ball, hir yellow and sent it through the hoop in order.
Was the hoop scored ?

Answer

No, as vellow had already been pecled four times. Law 43(b).
Please note also that Law 57(b) under modified games of 22 points
or 18 points, only three hoops may be peeled by the partner and in
games of 14 points only two hoops may be peeled by the partner.

Question
At what point is a ball deemed to come to rest?

Answer

Law 22 states that it has finally come to rest if the striker has
taken his stance for the next stroke or has left the Court in the
belief that the ball has come to rest.

Tribute—1964 Season

Tribute is payable by Non-Associates who enter any
Tournaments in the list of Calendar Fixtures published in
**Croquet”’ except the All England Handicap, the Longman
Cup, and the Inter-Counties Championship, at the following
rates:—

(a) 25/- per Tournament, or
12/6d. for one event only per Tournament.

(b) 10/- per Evening, Weekend, or other Short
Tournament, or
5/- for one event only per Tournament in this
category.
Note
1. Evening Tournaments are those which start at 4 p.m. or later
and which do not last longer than one week.
2. Weekend and other short Tournaments are those which do not
exceed four days duration.
3. Regarding category (b) above, the words “one event only™
apply both to the player and to the Tournament itself, that is to say
a non-Associate entering one event only in a multi-event Tourna-
ment is liable for Tribute at 5/-; and if a Tournament consists of
one event only the liability of each non-Associate entrant is 5/-.
4. Players are reminded of the once-for-all benefit by which no
Tribute is payable by a non-Associate entering a Calendar Fixture
for the first time.
5. Levy is payable by all competitors in Official Tournaments
and forms part of the entry fee charged. The rate is 3/6 perevent.

THE 1964 CROQUET SEASON

Associates are asked to study the Calendar Fixtures
carefully, as there are a number of alterations in dates.

Short and Week-end Tournaments

Hunstanton start the season as usual with their Week-
end Tournament from April 17th to 20th.

Cheltenham are holding three short Tournaments
during the season, suitable for players not able to join
in longer meetings.

The Evening Handicap Singles held during the Men’s
and Women’s Championships week at Roehampton
last year proved very popular, and this will be held
again,

The Junior Event is to be held, by kind permission, at
the Cheltenham Club in April, and it is hoped that this
will be a more convenient date.

The Council think these events are most important
and hope they will be well supported, thus encouraging
other Clubs to help in this way.

Challenge and Gilbey Tournament

Owing to the small entry received in August for
several years, this Tournament will be held this year in
July, starting on Friday, July 10th. It will include a week-
end event. The Gilbey Cup (Handicap) will start on
Friday morning and be completed on Monday together
with, it is hoped, an extra event. Workers should find
this a pleasant week-end. The Gilbey will be open to all
Associates and Non-Associates. The four open classes
will start on Monday afternoon and Handicap Doubles
on Wednesday morning: these are for Associates only.
Golf Croquet events start on Thursday afternoon, July
16th and are open to all players. It is also hoped to
include another extra event. This should prove to be a
very attractive Tournament for all classes of players.

Ladies Field Cup

This invitation event will be held, by kind permission,
at the Roehampton Club from August 17th to August
21st. It is hoped that more of the minus players will,
when invited, be able to compete and so raise the
standard of play.

Longman Cup

Letters have gone out to Clubs suggesting that if
sufficient entries are received this competition will be
played on a regional basis, for at least the first and
second rounds, This is a competition well worth support-
ing, particularly as it helps Clubs to get very pleasant
matches with other clubs.

Devonshire Park

This Tournament in 1964 will be played in two
separate weeks. The first week: Open events 1-5, an XY
Handicap open to all, Open Doubles, and Handicap
Doubles for those not entered for Open Doubles.

The second week: Men’s and Women’s Champion-
ships, Limited Handicap for those not playing in the

Men’s and Women's Championships, XY Handicap open
to all, and Handicap Doubles. This will be a very large
programme for the Manager to get through and will need
the players’ co-operation at all times. Competitors should
get their entries in early, as if no more lawns are available
than last year, entries will have to be limited. Compton
lawns will be used for part of both weeks.

County Championship

It has been decided by the Council that the Inter-
County matches will continue to be played under Laws of
semi-advanced play, as it is not considered in the interest
of the meeting to have all lifts: this would only widen the
gap between the different classes of players in the
competition and so put the weaker counties at a greater
disadvantage.

Surrey Cups

In the event of a tie in this competition a single game
will be played, but in the event of a triple tie there will be
a Bagnall Wild draw.

These conditions will also apply to the Ladies Field
Cup.

Full Bisque System

Associates should please find the August number of
Croquet for 1963, and read the Chairman’s splendid
article on the above system. It would surely be helpful
if a number of events in Tournaments were played under
this system, as when players get used to it they will
undoubtedly like it very much and it will help them to
feel they are playing real croquet. Medium and long
bisquers in particular should play it in their practice
games, and if they persevere they will find that they will
soon begin to play better croquet, the games will be
quicker, more enjoyable and more satisfying, and older
players will not get nearly as tired. It will also teach them
how to use their bisques better when they meet A class
players.

Handicapping

The handicapping system is still under consideration,
but no final conclusions have yet been reached. Managers
are continuing to help the Chairman by keeping records
at Tournaments.

Leagues

It is hoped that Registered Clubs are meeting with
some success in finding other clubs to join up with, and
so form a league. This can be most useful in making the
game more widely known, so in the end getting more
Associates. This has proved a great success at Roehamp-
ton as there at least four out of seven clubs competing
in the League competition are new to it. Thus
completely new clubs are now finding a much wider
interest in the game, and this must prove to be good for
the Association.

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OBITUARY

C. B. BIRD

The sudden death of Charles Bird occurred in Cambridge on
December 22nd.

To those who only started to play Croquet within the last 10 years
or 50, the name will probably mean nothing, but to those of us who
have played longer, the news of his death will bring a feeling of
sadness and loss, for Charles was an amusing and charming person,
and it was generally regretted when he ceased to play Croquet.
He had a very individual, free-swinging style, and at his best was a
good —I1% and an enthusiastic player. He loved to get hold of
someone for a day’s croquet, starting early in the morning, and
playing until dark—I think mainly of “Brack”, who was a great
friend of his, and of Guy Warwick at Hunstanton early in the
season.

_Unfortunately he developed the most horrible of all Croquet
diseases—""Hoopitis”, and this, in the end, caused him to give up
crogquet. His style made it extremely difficult for him to overcome it.

Charles was awarded the Military Cross during the first World
War, but his health was never very good afterwards. He used to say,
Jjokingly, that he spent his summers playing croquet, his winters in
hospital, and it was only too often correct.

He served on the Council for many years, and there was general
regret when he finally went out of croquet.

Winifred Ashton who was formerly Mrs Kingsford, died rather
suddenly recently. Parkstone Club remember her long service as
Hon. Secretary, a post she held for 20 years. Recently ill health and
partial blindness had robbed her game of its brilliance, but in her
prime she was one of the best women players.
